Expectations and Daily Protocols
1. Students are responsible and bring textbook, binder, paper, and pencil to class.

2. Students are in seat and logged in when the bell rings. Board-work is done while teacher takes role. 

3. Students think creatively, and do their best work. Students help one another without sharing work.
4. No inappropriately cell phone use is permitted during class.

5. Students treat each other and the teacher with respect. 
6. No food or drink is allowed in the classroom except bottled water.

7. School property and the property of others are treated with kindness and respect.

8. Sleeping is not allowed.
9. Restroom breaks are taken between classes.

Levels of Consequences
1. Reminder
2. Reminder and Teacher/Student Conference/Possible loss of Learning Styles privilege
3. Contact Parent/Guardian

4. Behavior Education/ Behavior Contract

5. Office Referral

Intervention Strategies

1. Teacher/Student Conference – Teacher meets with the student to pinpoint behavior and discuss the reasons for the behavior.
2. Behavior Education – The student writes about his/her life goals and how his/her behaviors could affect the future.
3. Behavior Contracts- Teacher works with student to identify the reasons for the behavior problem and outline positive rewards and consequences for changing the behavior.
Preventive Behavior Management and Motivational Techniques
1. Students know they are respected and are expected to “Be Awesome!”
2. Participation in a Learning Styles classroom allows students to learn in a comfortable, relaxing environment.
3. The teacher provides constant, positive reinforcement for appropriate behavior. 
4. The teacher facilitates on-task behavior by providing a full schedule of activities.

5. Game day points are awarded by class for completing a predetermined set of goals 

6. Students use many forms of technology in the classroom whenever possible.
7. As much as possible, the teacher relates the lesson objectives to the world around us.
